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Dos Lagos Wiener Races – October 23, 2010
Hello Dos Lagos Doxie Racers!

Just wanted to pass along some details regarding the October 23rd races at Dos Lagos…  

First off – if you have never raced your Doxie before, you are in for a FUN time!  As with all “sports” there are some who take it more seriously than others, and occasionally some who take it TOO seriously.  Please remember that our Wiener Races have one goal – FUN for everyone racing and watching.  Enough said on that point…

Now for the details:

1) A 4-stall starting box will be used (shown below at our Wine Country Wiener Fest event).
2) There will be no “lanes” which the doxies must stay in – doxies, lanes… I don’t think so!

3) All races will be 53 feet in length – a “standard distance” in doxie racing.

4) Doxies will NOT need to wear a number or racing bib as is required at some of the bigger races.  Doxies may race naked, so to speak, or race in attire/costumes of their choice.

5) There will be out-of-bounds markings (caution tape) on or near ground level on each side of the racing area for the length of the race.  This will NOT keep doxies in the racing area. It is meant primarily to keep spectators OUT of the racing area during the races.  Doxies are NOT disqualified for going “out-of-bounds” – they may come back in and keep going!
6) Each race continues until we have a winner AND all other competitors in the race either finish or “resign” (i.e. owner picks them up).

7) For each racing doxie 2 humans are required – one to place the doxie into the starter box + one at the finish line to coax and call the doxie there.  If you have only 1 human (you!) we can find you a helper – let us know if you want a helper!

8) Like a horse race, once all doxies are “in the box” the gate will be opened rather quickly thereafter to start the race.

9) The human at the start should NOT throw, shove, pitch, push or otherwise propel the Doxie out of the starting box once opened!  Please let them RUN out of the starting box under their own power.

10) There will be TWO lines on the ground at the Finish Line about 3 feet apart.  The line closest to the starting box is the Doxies’ Finish Line.  The farther line is the one behind which the coaxing / calling human(s) must remain to receive the racing Doxie.

11) Humans may not “run the course” with their Doxie to coax them along!

12) The finish line plane is “infinitely long” – a Doxie does NOT need to cross the finish line over the marker on the ground. Crossing the Finish Line plane while “out-of-bounds” is still considered “finishing” the race and a Winning Wiener if first to do so.

13) Touching by the receiving human of the Doxie before he/she breaks the Finish Line on his/her own disqualifies the Doxie from potentially winning the race. 

14) “Open Qualifying” heats will be run between 10:30am and 12:00 noon, sharp.  Whenever we have 4 doxies with 2 humans each are ready to go, we will run a race.

15) The first sixteen (16) doxies to WIN an Open Qualifying heat WITH a time of six (6.00) seconds or better will advance to the Semi-Final bracket.  If fewer than 16 doxies meet the six second qualifying mark, the next fastest times will be advanced to fill the Semi-Final bracket of 16 doxies.

16) Random heat/lane assignments for the Semi-Finals will be drawn at 12:15pm.

17) Semi-Final heats will be run beginning at 12:30pm.
18) The Championship Final race will be run immediately following the semi-final heats…
19) The grand prize is a free sitting for your dog with Pawmazing Photography!
I know this is a lot of information for our first-time racers.  Don’t let it intimidate you – have FUN with your Doxie and enjoy our Wiener Races!!!
